How the High School Admissions Process Works

	Every eligible student is assured entrance into one of the New York City public high schools. To file an application, a student must be a resident of New York City and meet eighth or ninth grade promotional standards. In order to get the most out of the high school admissions process, students should work with their parents and counselors to research their options and apply to the programs of greatest interest to them. Students can rank up to 12 schools/programs on their application. If a student wishes to attend his or her zoned high school, he or she must list the zoned programs of that high school as one of the choices on his or her application. All students must submit their high school applications by the deadline. There are three rounds in the high school admissions process: 

Specialized Admissions Round
Students who wish to attend one of the Specialized High Schools must take the Specialized High Schools Admissions Test or audition for Fiorello H. LaGuardia High School to be eligible for admission. 

Offers for Specialized High Schools are sent to students in February. Students who receive an offer are also notified if they were matched to one of the programs they listed on their application, and they can choose which offer to accept. If a student opts not to accept an offer to a Specialized High School, he/she forfeits the seat and will not have a place in a Specialized High School. Students who do not receive an offer are automatically entered into the main round.

Main Round
This round is for all students including those who did not receive an offer to a specialized high school. Students will be notified about the program to which they have been matched. 

Supplementary Round
If a student does not receive a match in the main round, he/she has another opportunity to select up to 12 new choices during the supplementary round. The process works in the same manner as the main round in that it tries to match every applicant into his/her highest ranked school/program that also ranked them. Students who are not able to be matched to one of their choices will be assigned to an available high school as near as possible to their homes. All students receive a high school match by the end of the supplementary round.

High School Application Discussion
1. Application Form (front):

a. Address/Name/Number change ( you must come to see me with all changes.  If your address is incorrect, I must get a COPY of your family’s electric bill (for example Con Edison) showing the correct address.

b. Grades ( these are your seventh grade grades from last year

c. Testing Scores ( on the sheet you can see the scores you received on your Math and Reading.  On your reading score it will also mark if you score Low, Middle, or High.  If you scored in the top 2% of NYC it will say it in the Category section. 

2. Application Form (back)

a. On the top it will say your zoned school

b. If you are taking the specialized exam please fill in the oval

c. If you are auditioning for LaGuardia then fill in the oval next to which programs you are auditioning

d. If you are auditioning for any other programs (such as Frank Sinatra or Talent Unlimited) then you must write the program code in the 12 choices

e. Each school may have multiple programs, please make sure you write in the correct code for each.

3. Zoned Schools

a. On the top of you application it lists your zoned school.  This is based on where you live.  If your address is different from the one listed on the application you must have it changed, it may change your zoned school.

b. A zoned school means that if it is listed on your application you will AUTOMATICALLY get into that school.

c. I recommend that you put it as your last choice on your application.  This will make it your back-up.  If you do not get into any of the schools listed above it on your application then you will get into your zoned school.

d. Do not list any schools below your zoned school on the application.  They will not look any further down the list.

e. If your zoned school is the only school you want to apply to, put it as number one and leave the rest blank.

4. Things to consider when choosing a school:

a. Location: though a school may sound great it will not be when it is cold, snowing and dark out and taking over an hour to get to.  Look in the directory to see where the school is located.

b. The size of the school: (show on sample) in the directory, it will show the size of the school.  Keep in mind that a smaller school may give you more individual attention than a large school.  IS125 has about 2000 people.

c. The size of the program: when filling out your form please keep in mind of how many people last year applied for the program and how many were accepted.

High School Selection Methods

	These are the methods that schools use to consider applicants for each program.
 
Educational Option (Ed. Opt.)
Educational Option programs are designed to allow students of different achievement levels entrance to a high school/program. Students applying to an Educational Option program are categorized into one of three groups based upon the results of their 7th grade standardized reading test score: 

Top 16%- High

Middle 68%- Middle

Bottom 16%- Low

Fifty percent (50%) of the students in each category are ranked by school personnel and the other fifty percent (50%) are randomly selected by computer from the pool of students who ranked it among their 12 choices. However, students who scored in the top 2% on the 7th grade standardized reading test will automatically be matched to the Ed. Opt. program if they listed it as their first choice. If a child is in the top 2%, it is indicated on his/her application next to the reading score.

Audition
Audition programs require that a student demonstrate proficiency in the specific performing arts/visual arts area for that program. For example, if a student auditions for a drama program, he/she may have to prepare a monologue as part of the audition. The audition requirements are listed with the program on each school’s directory page.

Screened 
Screened program schools use a selection method that is based on the academic record, standardized test scores and/or attendance history.

Unscreened 
A computer randomly selects students for acceptance into these programs. 

Limited Unscreened
Limited Unscreened programs give priority to students who, along with their parents, participate in an orientation session or open house. 

Zoned: Zoned academic comprehensive programs are identified in relation to a specific geographical area. Students living in that area, if they list the zoned program, are guaranteed admission. A student living outside of that zoned area may still apply to the zoned program of that school, but he/she will not have priority for admission. Students are not guaranteed admission to any program in their zoned school other than the zoned program.
